those exempt from payment of Grand Chapter dues and 
fees.

•	An alumnae member is a soror who has paid dues to an 
alumnae chapter and is not matriculating at a college or 
university in a program leading to an initial baccalaureate         
degree.

•	A collegiate member is a soror who is matriculated at a 
college or university pursuing work leading to an initial 
baccalaureate degree.

•	An alumnae member at large is an alumnae soror who 
elects to affiliate only with Grand Chapter.

•	A collegiate member at large is a soror who may elect to 
affiliate only with Grand Chapter.

•	An honorary member is a soror initiated in recognition of 
her achieved distinction in a given field.
